Thank you for your participation in our efforts to oppose the construction of a Hess gasoline station and food mart in the Core Preservation Area of the Pine Barrens in Manorville.  It was important for the Pine Barrens Commission to see and hear the magnitude of public antipathy toward this proposed project.
As a result, we are persuaded that the Pine Barrens Commission will deny the hardship exemption requested by Amerada Hess.  However, the company has given us signs that it will pursue this development by seeking a redrawing of the Core area boundary lines to exclude the Hess site from the Core.

In response, the Society and other environmental groups have decided to establish a boycott of Hess gasoline stations effective February 4 and continuing until the corporation abandons plans to construct a gasoline station in the Pine Barrens.  We welcome your inclusion in this boycott.
